The topical breakdown shows what is required for 
each level. This can be used to spot weaker skills and 
gives a clearer idea how the child is progressing.

• A letter has been sent through Parent Gateway on 24 August 2022. In that letter, you are 
given the link to  indicate the choice of CCA in order of preference by selecting three (3) 
options : https://go.gov.sg/ccaoptform2022

• All P2 students will get to view the various CCA via the SLS platform. The eCCA package 
have been assigned to your daughter on Thursday, 25 August 2022.

What do you need to do?

1. Your child needs to open the lesson package that has been assigned to them in SLS . 

2. After looking through the CCAs, select 3 CCAs that she wants and rank them.

• Option 1 should be the CCA your child would like to join the most followed by 
Option 2 and Option 3

• Do discuss it with your child.

• However, do take note that not everyone will be given their 1st Choice.

3. After looking through, click on the registration link given in the letter sent on 24 
August 2022.

• Fill up your Full name, Class, the 3 options and then submit.

• The registration will only be open from 30 August to 5 September 2022.

would have to remain in 
the same CCA for the 

entire year in order for
her CCA involvement to 

be recognized. 
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Our OLN 360 Programme
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HMT Lessons for P3
• HMT is offered to P3 pupils from 2022 onwards. 

• This is to allow more pupils to deepen their knowledge and appreciation for these 
languages and their cultures from an early age. They will be exposed to more cultural 
aspects of the language and also higher-level comprehension and writing skills.

• Selection and offer will be made by end of T4, 2022, based on MT teacher’s 
recommendation. Considerations include their ability to manage the P3 HMT curriculum, 
aptitude, interests in learning the language, daily work, classroom participation, etc.

• As part of the P3 HCL curriculum, the P3 HCL girls will need to attend another 2 periods 
of HMT lessons after school. 

• There is NO assessment for P3 HMT. These girls will still sit for the same MTL weighted 
assessments and End of Year Examination as the rest of their peers. 
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Team up with the teachers.
