Gate Opening Hours during School Term (Mondays — Fridays)

Main Gate 7.00am to 7.35am
• (Only for school buses and parents who are driving their children to school 

during this period.)
• Should you arrive earlier than 7.00am, please let your child alight at Side Gate 2, 

located near the HDB carpark at Blk 465A.

7.35 am onwards
• At 7.35am., the barrier will be down, and students who arrive late are to enter
