• Let your child know who she can turn to when she needs 
help in school: 

o Form Teacher & Co-Form Teacher

Pocket Money
• Label your child’s wallet or purse with name & class.

• DO NOT allow your child to lend / give or borrow / take money from 
her classmates. If she has forgotten to bring money to school for 
recess, she can approach her teachers or the General Office for 
assistance.

• Parents will be informed of any change in timing through PG, 
e.g. if we need to implement staggered dismissal timings.

• The teachers will walk the girls to 

Side Gate 2 to meet parents and 

caregivers. 

Pick-up Arrangements
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• The bus vendor will fasten coloured tags on students’ bags for easy 

identification.

• Co-Form Teachers will bring the students to the bus waiting area at 

dismissal.

• Bus drivers will account for students registered with them before 

leaving the school.   Please inform the bus company and your child’s 

teacher in advance if your child is not taking the school bus for the 

day. This is to avoid miscommunication or confusion.

• Buses will wait for students from other levels before moving off.

• For safety reasons, students must remain seated and belted up at all 

times when the bus is moving. 

• To contact the bus vendor, please call KW Bus Pte Ltd (8498 4950)

Going Home on the School Bus
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Changes in dismissal arrangement

• Please call the General Office or text the Form Teacher if you 
intend to make any changes in the dismissal arrangements. 

• Please inform the Form Teachers if there is a change of the 
adult/caregiver whom you have assigned to pick up your 
child.

• The Form Teacher may not always be the one dismissing your 
child at Side Gate 2. As such, we would appreciate that you 
do not make frequent changes & if you do, to inform the 
school early.

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Overview of Mobile Apps

Parents Gateway (PG)

Parents receive announcements, letters, 
consent forms, make travel declaration etc.

Hardcopies will not be disseminated to parents.

Allows for 1 / 2 way-communication between 
teachers and parents. Usually for class /level matters

(similar to WhatsApp)

Parents give consent for participation in 
class/school activities.

Provides timely feedback

Only parents and authorised caregivers or legal 
guardians with Singpass can access this. 

Parents can access app via a password

and used by all MOE schools since 2019.
