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Snack Time in Class
- What to pack:

- Nutritious dried food items e.g. cereal, bread, biscuits, buns,
muesli bars, fruits, dried fruits, nuts and raisins.

- No unhealthy snacks e.g. chips and sweetened drinks.

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School Uniform

School Rules: Attire

- Wear the prescribed school uniform.
Modification to the uniform is not allowed.

- Wear only white school socks and shoes.

- Must have name tags ironed onto pinafore
and school PE T-shirt I8

- Be neat and properly attired in school uniform
at all fimes, inside and outside school. e

- Students to wear the school PE T-shirt on days
when they have PE or PAL lessons only.

- Please note that girls are to wear the pinafore
everyday to school.
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School Rules: Appearance & Accessories

- Hair fouches the collar must be tied up.

- Only simple plain black hair accessories are
allowed

- Only small (not bigger than 0.5cm) and simple
(plain, round in gold, silver, white or black) ear
studs are allowed (no hoops earrings)

- No smartwatches, jewellery or accessories.

- No display of religious accessories.

Small & simple ear stud hoop earrings

- Students are not allowed to colour/ highlight
their hair.
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School Rules: Attendance

Attendance is compulsory for all school days, events and activities.

- Parents must inform the school (via Form teacher) if their daughter is
absent. Please ensure that a medical certificate or letter of excuse is

presented.

- The school will accept a maximum of 10 letters from parents/guardians
per year for their child’'s/ward’s absence from school.

- Students will be considered absent without valid reason should they go
for holidays overseas or staycation during school term as curriculum
time is important.

- Be punctual. Stfudents must be seated in the
school hall/classroom by 7.30 am (Monday -
Friday).

- Parents/Guardians must sign the “Permission
to Leave School” form in the General Office
to take their child/ward home before the
official dismissal time.
